1. The Bank reconciliation statement of Central Bank of India Account Number
1620800709 Include an amount of Rs.1,32,770/- being “debit in the passbook™ and
Rs.9.38,404/- being “excess credit the passbook” Account Number 3421738040
inctudes an amount of Rs.76,407.50/- being “debit in the passbook™ for which previous
years balance and no information and explanation has been provided by the
management.

Further, the Bank reconciliation statement of Central Bank of India Account Number
1620800709 includes Rs.10,15,736/- and Account Number 3421738040 includes
Rs.28882/- being cheques issued that become stale. Further Bank reconciliation statement
of Central Bank of India Account Number 1620800709 includes long pending cheques
deposited but not cleared amounting to Rs.5,68,841/-, Necessary adjustments regarding
these long pending entries are not made in accounts. :
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2. Difference has been observed on verification of the balance of fixed deposit with bank
grouped under the heads “Investment from Earmarked Endowment Fund” and “Other
Investments” with the balance of fixed deposit extracted from fixed deposit register, for
which no explanation has been provided by the management.

4. Fees and Fines Receivable under the head Sundry debtors including credit balance
totalling to Rs.26,93,830/- for which no explanation has been provided by the
management.

5. There are long pending credit and debit balance of CPWD totalling to Rs.14,38,617/-
and Rs.10,23,83,853/- grouped under current liabilities and current asset respectively,
which are pending adjustments, However, no information/ explanation has been
provided by the Management regarding the same.

THMCT Emplovees Provident Fund Trust

During the financial year 2012-13, the board had formed THMCT Employees Provident
Fund Trust, a separate entity and decided to transfer the provident fund account and
related assets held by the institute to that entity how ever as per the information received
from the management, the institute has not transferred the opening balances of bank
accounts and other related investments relating to GPF and the same has accrued tili
31/03/2021.

During the financial year 2021-22, Institute had made rectification entries in the GPF
account and transferred balance in the provident fund account along with the bank
balances to the “IHMCT Empioyees Provident fund Trust” and the closing balance of
the account stood at Rs.6,27,440/-. The closing Balance of Rs.6,27,440/- as on
31.03.2023 is subject to confirmation.

There exist credit balances of Rs.45,92,458/- and 1,64,225/- under the heads CBI-FD
Suspense account and unidentified GPF advance prior to 2012-13 respectively, which
previous years balance are grouped under the head current liabilities and a debit balance
of Rs.14,05,978/- being unidentified interest on GPF investment prior to 2012-13
grouped under the head loans and advances others under current assei. No information
or explanation or explanation has been received from the management regarding the
same hence, we are not in a position to comment upon the same.

No information or explanation has been received from management for unidentified
receipts amounting to Rs.1.36,654/- and unreconciled fees amounting to Rs.3,36,816/-
grouped under sundry creditors.

It is observed that an unnecessary debit balance has been reflected in the GST ledger in
the books of accounts which are pertaining in the previous yeatrs.

The Institute has not properly adjusted the account “Unpresented Stale Cheques”
amounting to Rs.3,14,460/- and CBSP-NEFT returns/Stale &Return Cheques amounting
to Rs.4,31,700/-, there by long pending cheques have remained unadjusted under this
account,

Interest on term deposit receivable amounting to Rs.21,05,644/- is subjected to

confirmation.

Further the Interest on term deposit receivable includes only opening balance. Current
year transactions such as interest receivable during the current year, interest on matured
deposit etc, are not accounted, Due to lack of necessary information we are not in a
position to qualify the same.

Sub schedule/ party wise breakup not available in respect of EMD Rs.5,97,595/- (Cr),
Security deposit Rs. 3,82,443/- (Cr), Hostel deposit Rs.17,21,355/- (Cr), Other sundry
creditors Rs.4,00,025/-(Cr), Hostel fee refundable 2019-20 of Rs.50,000/-(Cr), Hostel
fee advance Rs.28,42,500/-(Cr) , Advance to staff Rs.10,740/-(Dr), Festival advance of
Rs.7,710/-(Dr) and Staff LTC advance of Rs.7,220/-(Dr).

During current year an amount of Rs.60,91,576.48/- has been treated as income under the
head Amortisation of capital grant by debiting capital grant. However, we are not in a

position to verify the satne due to lack of necessary information.

2. Attention is invited to the point No. 1 of Schedule 19 in which Institute disclosed
contingent liability as nil. Due to lack of necessary information, we are not in a position

to comment the correctness of the same.
